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ABSTRACT

This research studies German adjective-noun-collocations as found in
the descriptions of attractions in Thailand travel guides. All data are gathered
from four established Thailand travel guides written in German from four
different publishers comprising a total of 446,580 tokens and 38,824 types. The
software AntConc 3.5.8 is used to filter and compile a noun list of search words.
For the purpose of this study, each word is required to have the minimum
frequencies of 100, and, therefore, 105 search words have been selected.
According to the subsequent corpus analysis, 8,563 adjective-noun-collocations
are found and most occur with only one adjective attribute. 1,196 adjective-
noun-collocations are modified with two adjective attributes, while just 96
adjective-noun-collocations appear with more than two adjective attributes.
Based on Schmidt’s approach to “the complex constructions of an attribution in
nominal phrases (Attribuierungskomplikation)” (1993), four patterns of the
adjective attribution have been identified in the complex noun phrases with two
adjective attributes or more: Koordination, Koordination mit Unterordnung,
Gleichstufigkeit, and Gleichstufigkeit mit Unterordnung. The most frequent one is
Gleichstufigkeit occurring 504 times or amounting to 39 percent of the previously
mentioned complex noun phrases or 5.9 percent of all adjective-noun-
collocations in the entire study.
